« Type of Submission: A short presentation or video showcasing a good practice related to any of the 10
themes, highlighting the journey from planning to implementation.

¢ Judging Criteria: Submissions will be evaluated based on relevance, depth and breadth, clarity and
structure, and the quality of the presentation.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

The submissions must be from a recognized university, college, research institution or training institute.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

¢ The submitted learning resource must clearly demonstrate alignment with one or more of the ten
specified themes outlined in the submission guidelines.

¢ Participants must confirm that they hold the rights to the submitted solution and that it does not
infringe upon the intellectual property of others.

¢ Submissions must be original and relevant to the urban context only.

¢ All learning resources will be checked for originality and plagiarism.
